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To obtain U.S. born and foreign-born population estimates, the American Community 

Survey (ACS) 1-year Public Use Microdata Sample (PUMS) files were used for all years except 

2020. Due to the COVID-19 impact, 1-year ACS Public Use Microdata Sample (PUMS) data file 

was not available for 2020 and was replaced with 1-year ACS Public Use Microdata Sample 

(PUMS) with experimental weights. For 2020, ACS 1-year PUMS with Experimental Weights 

was used. Poisson regression was used to calculate nativity RRs for NH White, NH Black, Asian 

and Hispanic groups. For NHPI group, negative binomial regression was used to calculate 

nativity RR as Poisson regression model did not provide a good fit.
